Indiana Light Archive and Disposal Guidelines
Scenario/Assumptions
· All participants of the light archive collection will sign a selective housing agreement that describes which libraries are involved, which parts of the collection they are responsible for, what support services they will provide, and “an out clause”
· In the near term the shared light archive collection will be a distributed collection housed primarily at Indiana University’s (IU) alternative storage location (ALF), with the exception of some items that will be housed in the main library, and at other depository libraries, i.e.,  Purdue, and Notre Dame (perhaps others)
· Publications included in the light archive will be cataloged
· Participants will provide the services (ILL, reference, etc.) for those areas of the collection for which they are responsible

· WHEELS, the statewide document delivery system, includes all depository libraries in Indiana
· Ultimately the light archive collection will be housed at IU’s ALF, with the exception of some items that will be housed in the main library; the State Library will designate this collection, or parts of it, as the regional collection of record
· There is consensus among the Indiana depository libraries that this is an acceptable arrangement

· The State Library will remain the regional depository library of record
· This arrangement is for the betterment of public service  

Disposal Guidelines
· The State Library is the regional depository library and currently has the statutory responsibility for the archival collection of record

· Until such time as the State Library and IU (and other light archive participants if the collection is still distributed) enter into an agreement to designate the collection housed in ALF as the regional collection of record, the current disposal guidelines remain in place; alternatively to obtain desired publications for its collection, the regional may issue “needs” lists, rather than have selectives prepare “offers” lists until their depository collection is accessible through an online catalog.
· The strategy of searching a catalog and not finding holdings for the title in hand is akin to a “need” that would be listed on the traditional “needs list”, which is perfectly acceptable; this approach requires the catalog to be an accurate reflection of holdings and necessitates timely updating of records (e.g., lost or missing items)
· If any portion of the regional collection of record remains at the State Library, their catalog or needs lists also must be consulted by selectives disposing of depository materials

· Disposal guidelines must include a description of what parts of the light archive collection are where so selectives will know which catalogs to search or refer to the signed agreements which make these stipulations
· Nothing in the disposal guidelines will cause Indiana to be without a comprehensive collection of Federal depository resources

How GPO Can Help

· GPO is still investigating the point at which depository publications are no longer Federal property and may be disposed of at the discretion of the depository libraries
· If IU has an OCLC holding code for ALF, GPO can add the holdings symbol as we currently do for regional depository libraries – the holding symbol will get placed on all newly cataloged titles that have an 074 field (item number), which indicates that the title was distributed/ disseminated to depository libraries
· Cooperative cataloging project possibilities; GPO is drafting a project submission form
